2 . Rep o r t  f r o m  t h e  p r ev i o u s TEC m eet in g  

Claudio Allocchio briefly report ed t he relevant  point s for the Technical Program m e 
that  were presented or  discussed dur ing the TEC m eet ing of 19 Decem ber 2006. 

I n Decem ber TERENA staff m em bers had held a m eet ing with Mike Garret t  and 
Char les Yun from  JI VE to discuss m utual opportunit ies for  collaborat ion. 

The TEC had discussed the preparat ion of a book on the history  of research 
network ing in Europe.  Howard Davies was appointed as the coordinator  and chief 
editor for  th is work that  would see cont ribut ions from  com m unit y expert s. Claudio 
inv it ed TTC m em bers to consider  if som e relevant  hist or ic m aterial could be found 
in the respect ive organisat ionÕs archives. 
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Claudio reported on new TERENA staff m em bers, on the available budget  for 
research infrast ructures in FP7, on the renewal of the Com pendium  Review Panel 
and offers for  host ing TERENA Networking Conferences in future years. 

The TEC had discussed the support  for  TRANSI TS secur it y  t raining courses. I t  was 
decided that  TERENA will cont inue to organise TRANSITS courses as an ongoing 
act iv it y now that  FIRST had discont inued the collaborat ion. 

 

 
3 . W h at  sh ou ld  TEREN A f ocu s on  in  FP7  

The m aj or  involvem ent  of TERENA staff in FP6 regards t he GN2 proj ect .  The m ain 
discussion was whether  it  would be recom m ended to be involved in t he future 
version of the GN2 proj ect  in FP7 following the sam e schem e or not . 

I t  was rem arked t hat  t he potent ial follow  up of GN2 in FP7 (GN3)  will l ikely  be an 
I ntegrated I nfrast ructure I nit iat ive ( I I I )  and as such w ill have Joint  Research 
Act ivit ies ( JRAs)  as an essent ial com ponent .  TTC m em bers felt  that  NRENs were 
facing som e general issues with investm ent  in RTD act ivit ies which create som e 
problem s for a proj ect  such as GN2,  where the core RTD act iv it y is cont ributed by 
NRENs them selves.   

Som e TTC m em bers felt  that  som et im es JRAs are not  pure research act ivit ies but  
rather  applied research and pilot  im plem entat ion effor ts. 

RTD is essent ial for  NRENs,  but  m any do not  have enough resources in house to 
carry  out  the research and seem  to have adm inist rat ive problem s in establishing 
collaborat ion w ith universit ies and research inst itut es,  whereas other  NRENs, such 
as REdIRIS,  for exam ple, have been able to m anage collaborat ive RTD effor ts 
with universit ies in several ways in the fram ework of GN2. Generally,  t he TTC felt  
that  NRENs should increase t he collaborat ion and involvem ent  w ith t hird-part y 
research organisat ions. 

A proj ect  like GN2 is involv ing the whole European NREN com m unit y, DANTE and 
TERENA and possibly GN3 will be the sam e;  on t he other  hand it  was suggested 
that  it  would be useful for  TERENA to be inform ed or even becom e involved in 
sm aller,  focused independent  I ST proj ect s.  There was also a suggest ion of 
TERENA to encourage clustering of several proj ect s.  I n this respect  Diego Lopez 
rem arked t hat  TERENA could act  as a facilitator  for such clusters in the future. 

Som e areas in FP7 are par t icularly relevant  to TERENA and NRENs:  t he 
eI nfrast ructure area,  including am ong other networking infrast ructure,  Grids and 
digital repositories, the I nternet  of the Future and the area known as ÒFuture 
I nternet  Research & Exper im entat ionÓ (FIRE) . 

I t  is vital for NRENs to stay at  the forefront  of developm ents about  networking 
and for th is t hey also need to involve new user com m unit ies. 

The role of TERENA in FP7 should be in line with the organisat ionÕs core act ivit ies 
and sk ills, which include inform at ion dissem inat ion and workshop organisat ion,  
but  also a very good t rack record of proj ect  coordinat ion,  such as in the 
SERENATE,  SCAMPI  and SEEFIRE proj ect s. I n addit ion Diego Lopez m ent ioned 
TERENA as an aggregator  of dem and to st rengthen the cont ractual posit ion of 
NRENs,  like in the Server  Cert ificate Service ( SCS) , as well as to prov ide an 
interface with relevant  bodies out side t he com m unity  such as Liber ty  Alliance.  

I n GN2 TERENA is involved in several Network ing Act iv it ies and has no role in 
Joint  Research act iv t ies. The TTC discussed whether  TERENAÕs role in GN3 should 
be the sam e or  be different . I t  was rem arked that  people should not  perceive 
TERENA as an organisat ion sim ply  devoted to websit e host ing and workshop 
organisat ion,  but  should also capitalise on t he good exper ience in coordinat ing 
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technical RTD projects.  I t  was also noted that  liaison wit h task forces and other  
groups outside of GN2 m ay be im proved.   
 
 
4 . Up d at e  o n  en d - t o  en d  an d  Cam p u s I ssu es 

Mart in Sut t er  presented a docum ent  to clarify the issues related to end- to- end 
and cam pus networks and to draft  p lans concerning potent ial act ivit ies to address 
the categor ies of problem s ident ified in previous TTC m eet ings.  The docum ent  
proposes an approach consist ing of six  act iv it ies:  1)  work on the definit ion of end-
to-end and cam pus issues,  2)  collect  inform at ion and m aterials,  even by m eans of 
surveys if  needed,  3)  analysis of m aterials and findings,  4)  dissem inat ion and 
awareness raising, 5)  re- it erat ion of the previous steps if required,  6)  delivery of 
ref ined versions of the docum ent  presented dur ing t he m eet ing and eventually  of 
a ÒCam pus Best  Pract ice GuideÓ.  Mart inÕs docum ent  ends highlight ing a num ber of 
act ions required to im plem ent  the proposed approach,  which consist s of finding a 
leading person and a group of volunteers,  m ake an overall workplan, define tasks 
in detail and provide organisat ional and f inancial support  to the group.  

Victor  Reij s rem arked that  the f irst  st ep,  finding people int erested in work ing in 
the group is essent ial.  Mart in had star ted t o contact  individuals in t he past  
without  m anaging to obtain com m itm ent  to work;  however he had not  really  been 
very st r ict  in pursuing that .  A few  NRENs had shown interest  anyway and he was 
now t ry ing to get  m ore people on board,  also by developing connect ions w ith t he 
EUNIS com m unit y.  There were som e suggest ions that  TERENA staff m ay be able 
to assist  in contact ing relevant  people,  by build ing on a num ber of ongoing 
act iv it ies,  such as t he work on Cam pus Middleware in TF- EMC2,  t he Euro CAMP 
workshops and the EARNEST study on Cam pus I ssues.  Mart in was planning t o 
start  m ore act iv it y in t he near future and resum e the form at ion of a sm all group 
of volunteers t o lead t his act ivity  furt her. 

The docum ent  discussed at  the m eet ing was felt  as an excellent  start  but  st ill 
required m ore discussion.  TTC m em bers were invited t o follow  up via t he 
t t c@terena.org m ailing list .  Mart in would incorporate t he changes in a following 
version and then would organise a f irst  m eet ing of a sm all group of volunteers.  
This m ay take place before t he TERENA Network ing Conference (TNC)  2007,  
which will be held on 21-24 May.  A BoF at  TNC m ay be organised as well if  t hings 
will be m ature enough for d iscussion by a broader audience.

5 . Eu r op ean  Fu t u r e N et w o r k i n g  I n i t i at i v es W or k sh op  

Kevin Meynell report ed about  the progress w ith the organisat ion of the European 
Future Networking I nit iat ives Workshop to be held on 22 February in Am sterdam . 

The agenda of t he workshop was shaping up,  alt hough it  was st ill dif ficult  to find 
som ebody t o speak about  GENI ,  part ly  because of a workshop, which was 
organised by DARPA and was taking place around the sam e day in the US. Kevin 
asked TTC m em bers if anybody could help in suggest ing potent ial speakers as 
two- three slot s st ill appeared to be available.  He also asked the TTC if anything 
im portant  was m issing. 

The TTC brainstorm ed about  nam es of a few potent ial invit ed speakers from  the 
com m unity  and finally  suggested Alexander Gall,  SWI TCH, who had m ade a well-
received presentat ion on GENI  at  t he last  TF-NGN m eet ing in Ljubljana in July 
2006.   
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The TTC also felt  that  Securit y  issues m ay have been potent ially relevant  for  t he 
workshop. 

The report  on the status of the workshop t riggered a general discussion about  
TERENA future work in lower- layers.  I t  was m ent ioned t hat  t he Am sterdam  
workshop will aim  at  raising awareness about  prospect ive developm ents in 
network ing in the future and would likely provide input  to NRENs st rategies and 
work,  not  necessar ily in t he fram ework of GN2.  The discussion focused on finding 
ways of involving t he com m unity  in a new TERENA act ivit y  which could exploit  the 
legacy of TF- NGN. Steve William s said that  UKERNA would be interested in 
part icipat ing in som e init ial brainstorm ing in this direct ion.  Victor Reij s m ent ioned 
a few  individuals, including Mauro Cam panella ( GARR)  and Tim  Chown ( UKERNA)  
who could be interested in part icipat ing and who could be contacted f irst  in order  
to star t  explor ing the creat ion of a sm all st eering group.  I t  was agreed t hat  a 
sim ilar  approach as t he one proposed by Mart in Sut ter  for the End- to-End and 
Cam pus I ssue group (agenda item  4 above)  should be followed.

6 . Rev i ew  Pr og r ess i n  Task  Fo r ces 

 
6 .1 .  TF- CSI RT 

TF-CSIRT held a m eet ing and sem inar in Budapest  on 29-31 January. 
Presentat ions were given on m ost  act ive work areas,  including CSIRT and Gr ids.  
The next  m eet ing was scheduled in May in Prague.  The following one was 
expected to take place in Septem ber,  but  is was not  clear  yet  who was going to 
organise it .  

The TTC discussed the int eract ion between TF-CSIRT and FIRST and par t icular ly  
the idea of co- locat ing m ore FIRST m eet ings wit h TF-CSIRT m eet ings.  The 
feedback from  the TF-CSIRT com m unit y was not  so posit ive about  the idea,  which 
did not  seem  m uch pract ical either, because par t icipants from  regions out side 
Europe would not  t ravel very oft en to TF-CSIRT m eet ings;  at  the end it  was 
concluded that  only one joint  TF-CSIRT/ FIRST sem inar per  year  would be 
organised. 

Part icipants in GN2 JRA2 m et  with TF-CSIRT m em bers and TRANSITS lecturers 
back- to-back with t he TF-CSIRT m eet ing in Budapest  to discuss the content  and 
the organisat ional details of the t raining t o be organised as part  of GN2 for  using 
the tools (Flowm on and nfsen)  developed in the JRA2 act ivity. 
   
6 .2 .  TF- EMC2  

Guy Van Den Bergh reported t hat  t he next  m eet ing of TF-EMC2 would be held in 
Florence in March.  A m eet ing of GN2 JRA5 will also be held back- to-back.  

Guy updated the TTC about  h is act iv it ies in indiv idual work it em s of TF-EMC2,  
specif ically  on diagnost ic tools and directories;  work on t he t ools was part ly  on 
hold because of the com m unit y m aj or  work in directories.  I n part icular  it  was 
m ent ioned that  int erest ing developm ents of the SCHAC schem e were taking place 
in GN2:  SCHAC was going to be extended in order to deal wit h new at t ributes to 
accom m odate JRA1 requirem ents. 

 
6 .3 .  TF- MOBI LI TY 

Diego Lopez briefed t he TTC on the lat est  developm ent  of the Mobility  task force. 
Eduroam  was going t o becom e a service act ivit y  in GN2.  As it  was discussed at  
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the lat est  m eet ing adjacent  t o the GN2 Technical Workshop held in Cam bridge in 
January TERENA would part icipate in the act ivity  with a role in the operat ional 
websit e m aintenance.  About  one half of the par t icipant s in the Mobilit y  group 
part icipate in TF-EMC2 too and Diego reported a synergy part icular ly  concerning 
work in diagnost ic t ools.  Som e outstanding policy issues were related to t he 
part icipat ion of Aust ralia and the prospect ive part icipat ion of the US in eduroam . 

 
6 .4 .  TF- ECS an d  TF- VSS 

C! t ! lin Meiro" u said both task forces were progressing well.  TF-ECS had been 
working on a generic archit ecture for real- t im e collaborat ion serv ices.  A survey 
was planned t o be launched about  technologies that  would be deployed in t he 
next  few  years.  TF-VSS had published the in it ial result s of the survey on 
videoconferencing services that  was carried out  in 2006;  a docum ent  was 
dist r ibuted t o the task- force m ailing list  for  com m ents one week before the TTC 
m eet ing.  C! t ! lin  agreed to forward it  to t he TTC m ailing list .  

ACTI ON 20070201- 03:  C! t ! lin  to forward result  of TF- VSS to TTC em ail 
dist r ibut ion list .  

Valent ino Cavalli rem inded the TTC about  the at tem pt  in 2006 t o develop a new 
service act ivity  in GN2 to provide a pan-European videoconferencing service and 
the subsequent  creat ion of the TF- VSS task force,  which was m andated to 
invest igate the feasibilit y  of such a serv ice. He m ent ioned that  GN2 had start ed t o 
discuss the planning of year 4 act ivit ies and that  it  would be a good opportunit y  
to ask TF-VSS part icipant s if  the docum ent  dist r ibuted to the list  was a sufficient  
input  for  presentat ion at  the next  year-4 planning m eet ing scheduled on 2 April 
2007. 

ACTI ON 20070201- 04:  C! t ! lin  to talk  to TF-VSS at  t he next  m eet ing in February 
to d iscuss the opportunit y to present  the prelim inary result  of the survey at  the 
next  GN2 Year-4  p lanning m eet ing on 2 April 2007. 

C! t ! lin m ent ioned t hat  a portal developed by SWITCH for  booking/ m anaging 
videoconferencing services was being used by m ore and m ore NRENs. 

Victor  Reij s rem arked that  the com m unit y  had recent ly  experienced an increasing 
num ber of problem s in using H.323 v ideoconferencing, in part icular since the 
closing of the VideNet  websit e in July 2006, which m ade global coordinat ion of 
the GDS problem at ic. 

 
6 .5 .  Jo in t  TF m eet in g  at  TNC 2 0 0 7  

The TTC had previously encouraged TERENA to organise a joint  task- force 
m eet ing at  TNC 2007. C! t ! lin  report ed that  the secretariat  staff,  in consult at ion 
with chairs of task forces had exam ined a num ber of alt ernat ive opt ions 
concerning the form at  of such a m eet ing and at  the end it  was agreed t o hold a 
workshop to d iscuss the issues related t o authent icat ion and author isat ion 
concerning m ult iple serv ices,  part icularly real- t im e ones.  As a result ,  t he 
workshop,  t it led ÒUsing Authent icat ion and Authorisat ion Techniques in Mult ip le 
Environm entsÓ will l ikely  target  m em bers of the com m unity  who are int erested in 
the works of TF-Mobility/ TF-EMC2 and TF-ECS/ TF-VSS only. I t  was rem arked that  
inv itat ion should also be extended to the TF-CSI RT m ailing list  subscribers. 
C! t ! lin and Licia,  t he TERENA Proj ect  Developm ent  Off icers looking after  t he 
respect ive task forces,  agreed t o d iscuss the program m e in detail wit h the task-
force part icipant s in order to confirm  the workshop form at  by the end of 
February.

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7 . Ex t e r n al  Pr o j ect s 

 
7 .1 .  GN2  -  EARN EST Up d at e 

TERENA leads the GN2 Network ing Act iv it y 5 dedicated t o a foresight  study 
known as ÒEARNESTÓ. EARNEST is carry ing out  7 sub- studies in parallel on the 
follow ing subj ect s:  

¥ Cam pus I ssues 
¥ Researchers' Requirem ents 
¥ Technical  I ssues 
¥ Econom ic I ssues 
¥ Geographic I ssues 
¥ Organisat ion and Governance I ssues 
¥ Other Users (healthcare, schools,  ar t s, hum anit ies and social sciences)  

Karel Vietsch reported br ief ly  on the progress of the work,  which is overall on 
schedule and highlighted t hat  a num ber of quest ionnaires were being produced to 
collect  inform at ion in som e of the study areas.   

 
7 .2 .  GN2  -  EARN EST Tech n i cal  St u d y  

Kevin Meynell is look ing aft er the Technical I ssues sub- study of EARNEST.  As par t  
of the work, Kevin and Licia were organising int erv iews with equipm ent  
m anufacturers and inst itutes leading research on opt ical com ponents and 
techniques.  I n this context , Kevin report ed about  a m eet ing with Jodrell Bank in 
the UK where he m et  w ith radio ast ronom ers.  The m ain purpose of t his v isit  was 
to gain an understanding of their  use of analogue t ransm ission t echniques over  
opt ical fibre. Kevin had scheduled m eet ings wit h Juniper  Networks and Cisco 
System s at  t heir headquarters in the US and w it h Calient  in Paris.  Licia had held a 
conference call w ith IBM and scheduled talks wit h SUN and Libert y  Alliance. 
Contact s were established w ith m ore com panies including Force10 and Alcatel. 

 
7 .3 .  GN2  -  Dev el op m en t  Su p p o r t  Up d at e 

Valent ino Cavalli leads one com ponent  of the GN2 Networking Act ivit y  4 
dedicated to support  research and educat ion networking in less advanced 
count ries.  As par t  the act ivit ies TERENA had organised a Mini CAMP (Cam pus 
Archit ecture Middleware Planning)  workshop in Cyprus in January 2007 t o raise 
awareness about  eduroam  am ong Cypr iot  inst itut ions.  The workshop provided an 
opportunit y  for  eduroam  developer Rok Papez ( ARNES)  t o assist  CYNET in j oin ing 
eduroam  in t he near future.  A sim ilar  event  was scheduled to be held in Gškova,  
Turkey in Apr il,  back- to-back to a conference organised by ULAKBIM. A m odule 
on I dent it y  Managem ent  had been prepared by Licia Florio in collaborat ion with 
RedIRIS and DAASI  I nternat ional for  inclusion in Mini CAMP events which were 
st ill in  the scheduling stage w ith t he Republic of Moldova and Morocco. The sam e 
m odule could be used in several occasions,  including larger  Europe-w ide CAMP 
workshops or specif ic t rain ing events, such as the SEEREN2 Winter  School ( see 
below) . 

 
7 .4 .  LOBSTER 

The LOBSTER project  had a t echnical audit  in Paris in January.  The reviewers 
acknow ledged the good progress m ade by LOBSTER.  

Kevin said that  LOBSTER would like t o extend it s network of sensors beyond the 
current  ( sm all)  num ber of count r ies. I t 's therefore looking for  organisat ions

willing to host  a passive m onitor ing sensor,  and has developed a bootable CD 
with t he software necessary for running one on a PC.  The CD is available at :  
ht tp: / / www. ist - lobster.org/ downloads/ lobster. iso 

The proj ect  had been recent ly  work ing on m aking docum entat ion m ore user  
fr iendly. 

 
7 .5 .  NOAH 

The NoAH proj ect  is at t ract ing m ore and m ore interest .  C! t ! lin  had given a 
presentat ion on the proj ect  at  the APAN conference in Manila in January. 

C! t ! lin expressed his concern t hat  t he deploym ent  of t he NoAH infrast ructure has 
yet  to follow  up on t he int erest  for  honey@hom e. I n par t icular,  he cit ed concerns 
about  the delays in the honey@hom e availabilit y and in defining a policy  on how 
external part ies that  par t icipate via honey@hom e could benefit  from  the results.  
This is par t icularly im portant  for CSIRTs,  which were targeted several t im es in t he 
NoAH dissem inat ion process.  C! t ! lin  should cont inue t o br ing these issues to t he 
at t ent ion of t he consort ium . 

 
7 .6 .  SEEREN 2  

TERENA has been working on the organisat ion of two m ajor event s:  1)  a Winter  
School and a conference t rack t o be held at  t he YUINFO conference in Kopaonik  
Serbia in March;  2)  a Òdist r ibutedÓ session at  TNC2007.   

The SEEREN2 w inter  school w ill be based on two m odules:  a one-day m odule on 
VoIP and videoconferencing, sim ilar to the one organised by Erik  Dobbelsteijn in 
Catania in 2006;  a one-day m odule on I dent ity  Managem ent  ( see paragraph on 
Developm ent  Support  above) . 

The YUI NFO conference t rack on South East  European Research and Educat ion 
Network ing will see presentat ions on regional and internat ional act ivit ies as well 
as collaborat ions opportunit ies in FP7. 

The TNC program m e com m it tee had selected two papers from  the southeast  
European region.  Yannis Mit sos,  the SEEREN2 project  m anager, had been invit ed 
as session chair  and speaker to talk  about  the proj ect  results. 

The European Com m ission had organised t he first  t echnical audit  of SEEREN2 in 
Novem ber in I stanbul.  The project  was progressing well from  a t echnical point  of 
view.  However the reviewers have recom m ended start ing im m ediately  t o address 
sustainability  issues.   

 
7 .7 .  6 D I SS 

TERENA had been involved in organising a second 6DISS t rain ing workshop in 
Lat in Am erica after  t he one in Quito in 2006.  This workshop was being held on 30 
January Ð 1 February 2007 in Guatem ala City. 

The proj ect  was progressing very well and had actually  delivered an out standing 
num ber of t raining workshops around the world.  

The second t echnical audit  was scheduled t o take place in Brussels on 6 February 
2007. 

 

 
8 . Ot h er  Act iv i t i es an d  W o r k sh op s 

 
8 .1 .  PEACHES 
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I n 2006, in connect ion w ith t he EARNEST foresight  study, TERENA form ed the 
ÒPanel of Expert s on Art s,  Cult ure and Hum anit ies E-SupportÓ.  PEACHES aim s at  
collect ing and rev iewing inform at ion on network requirem ents, perform ance and 
specif ic t echniques ( like sound,  video and light ing setups)  that  are needed for  
collaborat ive per form ance over the network.  PEACHES part icipant s held several 
m eet ings v ia v ideoconference and at  the last  one,  in January 2007,  they agreed 
to use a portal developed by the Universit y Car los I I I  in Madr id called ARCA 
(Agregador RSS para la Com unidad AcadŽm ica) .  The por tal has a num ber of 
useful features and is only m issing an installat ion m anual in English at  the 
m om ent . 

The PEACHES group agreed that  the focus should be on high- end user 
applicat ions rather than on H.323 or  group m eet ings.   

C! t ! lin m ent ioned t hat  he had received som e expression of int erest  in PEACHES 
from  the healt h sector  as well.   

 
8 .2 .  Fu t u r e  p l an s f o r  NREN s an d  Gr id s w o r k sh op s 

TERENA has organised four  successful NRENs and Grids workshop in the last  
couple of years.  These m eet ings were m ost ly  m eant  as a plat form  for inform at ion 
exchange between the two com m unit ies and each workshopÕs program m e was 
built  around a specific them e or  a lim ited set  of related t hem es. TERENA PDOs 
had discussed t he way to cont inue th is and,  provided that  future workshop would 
cont inue to act  m ainly  as forum s for inform at ion exchange,  had suggested to set  
up a sm all program m e com m it t ee for  the organisat ion of the events. 

Claudio rem inded the TTC about  a suggest ion m ade at  the last  m eet ing t hat  t he 
next  workshop should prov ide a wrap- up of t hem es discussed at  previous event s;  
he said that  it  would be useful to have such an update every now and t hen,  not  to 
loose focus.   

The quest ion arose whether  NRENs and Gr ids workshops should cont inue in t he 
sam e vein or rather converge towards t he creat ion of a collaborat ion group (or 
potent ially  a future task force) ;  t he creat ion of a program m e com m it t ee would 
m ake sense if there was cont inuity  with t he current  form at ,  else, a w rap-up or 
regular  updates would be m ore appropriate.   

Jean-Paul Gaut ier said that  t here are really  a num ber of com m on issues t hat  are 
now m ature for joint  collaborat ion by the NRENs and Grids com m unit ies,  such as,  
for exam ple, 1)  end- to- end m onitoring and 2)  t rouble- t icket s.  As a result  he 
thought  t hat  TERENA should facilitate a sm ooth t ransit ion from  inform at ion-
exchange event s to collaborat ive event s,  by dedicat ing,  for instance,  two slot s at  
the next  workshop t o the aforem ent ioned topics 1)  and 2) .  The TTC agreed wit h 
this proposal and concluded t hat  a program m e com m it tee was not  needed. 

TERENA staff would organise the next  NRENs and Grids workshop, provisionally 
scheduled on 7-8 June following the recom m endat ion of t he TTC. Jean-Paul and 
Claudio offered t o assist  in put t ing t he program m e together.

1 0 .1 . Ser v e r  Cer t i f i cat e  Ser v ice ( SCS)  

Negot iat ion about  renewal of the SCS cont ract  star ted in sum m er 2006 and was 
concluded. The new agreem ent  provided for  som e technical im provem ents. 

13 NRENs had joined the service, the m ost  recent  being GARR and SUNet ;  t hey 
were expected t o becom e operat ional as regist rat ion author it ies in a couple of 
weeks aft er  t he m eet ing. More NRENs had expressed an interest  in SCS.  I t  was 
suggested that  TERENA should encourage NRENs who are int erested in joining 
the serv ice to talk to other  NRENs who already use it .  

There was a brief discussion about  the SCS cost / benefit  issues par t icular ly  for 
sm all- size NRENs.  The current  cont ract  was allowing very sm all- size NRENs to 
establish a part nership w it h a larger one only  as an except ion to be decided by 
GlobalSign on a case-by- case basis. I t  was rem arked t hat  the real benefit  of SCS 
should be m easured in com parison with t he personnel cost  required to run an 
operat ional CA service rather  t hen in com par ison w ith t he num ber of cert ificates 
issued by t he NREN.  

 
 
1 0 .2 . CELTI C I TEA an d  o t h e r  so u r ces o f  f u n d in g  

Diego Lopez pointed t he at t ent ion of TERENA and TTC m em bers to t he 
opportunit ies offered by EUREKA cluster  proj ect s such as CELTIC and ITEA.  These 
types of proj ect s are a good opportunity  for NRENs to get  in touch with indust rial 
RTD.  They prov ide indust ry  clusters and act  as quality  evaluat ion plat form s,  
thereby offering easier chances than FP RTD project s to obtain funding for applied 
research act ivit ies. The funding is prov ided by nat ional bodies and can be used t o 
em ploy personnel work ing on a specific RTD work. 

Diego rem arked that  they should be taken into account  when t here is a specif ic 
request  to obtain funding for  proj ect s,  part icular ly  for  pieces of work that  m ay 
spin- off from  TERENA task forces.
