Minutes:

- Roll call

1)

- Peter (TERENA) explained the status and the content of the Opencast

liaison document. (The latest version has been sent out to the tf-media

list for final comments.) VC participants had no comment on its actual

content.

- Although, all thought that this formal act can be useful in order to

make the two communities aware of their respective work, but some

concerned about the real benefit and tangible outcome of this liaison.

- Peter (TERENA) mentioned that this liaison statement definitely gives

a good framework for the potential collaborations between any

participants of the two communities in the future.

- Andy (SWITCH) noted that we can have more reputation with this formal

liaison but we should focus on the technical areas where we can get

tangible benefits out of it.

- Frans (SURFnet) mentioned the Opencast Matterhorn and SURFnet

Mediamosa systems comparison as a potential technical area for

collaboration. Frans and Olaf will give a joint workshop on the DIVERSE

Conference in the US about that. It is a good opportunity to establish

better links between the two groups.

ACTION 1 on Frans (SURFnet) to post an invitation to the DIVERSE

Workshop on the tf-media list and update the wiki with the tf-media

related events, conferences.

- Peter (TERENA) asked Frans to give an update on the DIVERSE conference

and the particular workshop during the autumn TF-Media meeting.

- Peter (TERENA) summarised that the text of the liaison statement has

been approved by the VC participants as is. It will be discussed once

again on the TF-Media meeting during the TNC and the liaison document

will then officially be handed over.

- Andy (SWITCH) recommended that we follow up with this liaison and try

to find those clear interest areas where we can share knowledge,

collaborate, and (where possible) jointly develop i.e., open source

system components.

2)

- Otto (UNINETT) summarised the work has been done regarding the TF-CPR

liaison so far. (An on-line questionnaire has been created and

distributed on the tf-media list. Otto has received 7 answers.)

- Peter (TERENA) noted it seems that there is not much interest in doing

anything in this direction. He was wondering what the reasons are (no

common services to promote).

- Andy (SWITCH) mentioned the point that our aim is to have the

sufficient support and expertise from TF-CPR in promoting the general

idea of using media management systems/services in higher education

environment. The success of these services depend on how the customers

(students, professors, etc.) think about it and are willing to use it.

- Peter (TERENA) suggested that to identify the group of TF-Media people

that has the interest and knowledge to deal with the PR issues. It could

be done on the TF-CPR side either.

- Andy (SWITCH) mentioned that the e-learning people may be interested

in these issues. He will give a talk on the EUNIS conference. That is a

good chance to have a chat with them.

- Otto (UNINETT) said, as a next step, he will send the latest results

of the questionnaire to the TF-CPR group and ask them to come up with

some suggestion to us based on that.

ACTION 2 on Otto (UNINETT) to send the results of the PR questionnaire

to TF-CPR and coordinate the further steps with them. Organise a joint

TF-Media - TF-CPR session during the autumn TF-Media meeting.

3)

- Peter (TERENA) asked about the actual status of the general NREN

Questionnaire.

- Otto (UNINETT) replied that the very first draft version has been

created using an on-line system and the work item leaders can access to

it. Up to know, only 1 comment has been received by Otto.

- Peter (TERENA) noted that this questionnaire was agreed to be prepared

in Athens. It is to collect all the basic information from NRENs and

some Unives so it should provide the basis of our work in the task

force. It has to be done ASAP.

- Andy (SWITCH) suggested to send out the current questionnaire (as is)

to the tf-media list ASAP and ask everyone to suggest more questions or

topic of interests.

ACTION 3a on Otto (UNINETT) to create a direct link to the current

questionnaire and on Peter (TERENA) to announce the link and ask all the

participants to suggest new questions.

- Peter (TERENA) mentioned that everyone can just post those questions

that are highly relevant to his/her daily job. Someone needs to collect

and classify those questions and structure them into a comprehensive

questionnaire.

- Frans (SURFnet) volunteered to coordinate this.

- Andy (SWITCH) noted that he is willing to use/distribute the

questionnaire during the EUNIS conference.

- Peter (TERENA) mentioned that the questions addressed to Universities

(e.g., the EUNIS community) might be different from the questions

addressed to NRENs. (NRENs have more service oriented approach.)

- Andy (SWITCH) noted that the questionnaire to universities could be a

bit broader than the coverage of the NREN questionnaire, but in

principle, we should collect as many questions as we can, classify them,

and create a questionnaire ASAP. The questionnaire should be ready by

mid June.

ACTION 3b on Frans (SURFnet) to compile the final questionnaire based on

the e-mail replies by mid June.

4)

- Peter (TERENA) summarised that he has both the technical and

non-technical contact points to Europeana. Before we approach them, we

should agree on a strategy toward Europeana.

- The interworking could be bidirectional. Europeana can give access to

their content as well as NRENs can publish their scientific content

under Europeana domain.

- Andy (SWITCH) said that their users have real questions and concerns

regarding open up content for public. Some users can be offended by this.

- Frans (SURFnet) said that they don't want to 'host' Europeana content

but the interaction at the metadata level could be interesting for them.

On the other direction, SURFnet is willing to open up some content to

public.

- Andy (SWITCH) suggested that we should start sharing information on

the technical level first (i.e., planning/having the same definitions)

and do not interconnect the systems at any level for now. This should

fall into Fonta's work item.

- Fonta (RedIRIS) asked about the metadata formats and APIs to access

Europeana content.

- Frans (SURFnet) posted the link pointing to the metadata description:

- Fonta (RedIRIS) volunteered to initiate technical discussion with

Europeana.

ACTION 4 on Fonta (RedIRIS) to contact with Jan Molendijk (Europeana)

and initiate technical discussions on metadata exchange, definitions,

system components, etc.

- Fonta (RedIRIS) noted that the type of content that Europeana has

could be different from our content type. We should investigate how open

their applied framework is.

- Peter (TERENA) mentioned that would be great if we can invite a

technical person from Europeana to present their solutions at the autumn

Tf-Media meeting.

5)

- Peter (TERENA) stated the fact that some recent postings and

discussions on the tf-media list are too vague, requires much more

systematic knowledge and broad overview on all the global communities

and trends than the average technical person of an NREN (subscribed to

the mailing list) has. Some people feels that they are lost and not

driven to the agreed direction.

- Andy (SWITCH) noted that our ToR and list of work items are clear

enough in order to understand what we suppose to do.

- Peter (TERENA) argued that some of the tf-media people need more

concrete directions and topics to work on.

- Frans (SURFnet) said that topics such as metadata, encoding, media

formats, distribution systems, etc. would be more descriptive.

- Andy (SWITCH) said, on the other hand, the current definition of work

items gives us more freedom to accommodate all the concrete topics listed

above.

- Peter (TERENA) added that he put a table up to the tf-media wiki about

what is in-scope and out-of-scope of TF-Media. In that table we can

collect the detailed topics that we would like to work on as well as

those are out of scope.

- Frans (SURFnet) agreed that this table is good to collect and

communicate our focal points.

- Andy (SWITCH) agreed that a black-list/white-list approach could be a

good 'tool' to moderate the discussion on the mailing list and direct

the task force to the desired direction.

ACTION 5 on ALL to take a look at the black-list/white-list table on the

wiki and give some detailed topics of interest/out of interest.
